e All about classification (KPCOFGS)
* Hierarchical by definition
e Standardize or drown

— Governance is not optional
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“Enterprise” Taxonomy in MOSS

*Content Types and columns scoped to a site collection

*Syndication involved deploying solutions

*Managing changes involved voodoo

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Managed Taxonomies in SharePoint 2010

Enterprise Content Types
*Published from a “regular” site collection via a Shared Service
*Can be extended, inherited, etc
*Publishes policy, columns, document set items, workflow
associations

Managed Metadata

*Hierarchical metadata

*Term Sets — taxonomy
*Max 1000 per service
*Terms — one id, many strings

*30k per term set (max 1M)

*Open or closed

*Keywords — folksonomy
