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The Bylaws herein are a framework for governing the Nashville SharcPoint Users Group.
They may also be referred to as the Nashville SharePoint Users Group Constitution or
Nashville SharePoint Users Group Regulations.

Article I: Name

The name of this organization shall be the “Nashville SharePoint Users Group”. It may
also be referred to as “Nashville SUG” or simply “SUG”. Hereinafter in the Bylaws,
“SUG” will be used.

Article Il: Mission and Purpose

Article lll: Membership

Section1: Eligibility
Membership in the SUG is open to all interested individuals. A person is considered a
member of the SUG if:
1. They register on the SUG website, and/or
2. They attend a regular meeting and provide their contact details.

Companies and corporate entities are not considered members.

Section 2: Membership Levels

The following classes of membership shall be authorized:

a) General Member — An individual is a General Member if they have registered as a
member as defined in Article I11, Section | of the Bylaws. but do not satisfv the
requirements of being an Acting Member.

b) Acting Member — A General Member attains Acting Member status by attending:

Option 1. Three (3) out of the most recent six (6) meetings inclusive or
Option 2. Four (4) out of the most recent eight (8) meetings inclusive,
A meeting is defined as any official gathering of SUG members in which attendance is
taken; this does include any regular meeting,
i. Acting Member status is evaluated by inclading the attendance of
the current meeting along with the:

I. Five (5) prior most recent meetings for Option 1 above or
2, Seven (7) prior most recent meetings for Option 2 above.
il. A new member who attends three consecutive meetings attains

Only Acting Members may vote on SUG issues, including elections, Only Acting
Members may run for an Officer position or be appointed by the Board of Directors to fill
a vacant Officer position.

Section 3: Voting

Each Acting Member shall be granted one (1) vote for issues requiring approval
of the membership.

Each Acting Member shall be granted one (1) vote during an election.

Acting Members may vote via proxy by notifying the President AND Vice
President, Membership of their vote at least one (1) hour before the meeting
begins,

General Members will have no voting rights on any issue before the membership.

Section 4: Dues

The SUG 1s organized and understood to be a not-for-profit group. Membership
and meetings are FREE for all interested individuals.

If the SUG is responsible for paving a bill, limited to those items located in
Article VIII, Section 2, Item b of this document, a voluntary collection shall be
taken from Members at a regular meeting. Members will not be granted elevated
SUG rights for contributing to the collection described above. This rule does not
limil the SUG Board from having a drawing for a nominal gift, to which only
those that contributed would be entered.

Article IV: Leadership

Section 1; Board of Directors

The Board of Dircctors consists of four (4) Acting Members who have been duly
elected, as outlined in Article V of this decument, to an Officer position as
outlined in Section 2 below, as well as the Past President Officer, In addition, the
newly elected Officers may, upon majority vote, invite one or more Board
Members from the previous term to serve as a Director for an additional calendar
year. Therefore, the Board of Directors will include Officers and any Director
from the previous term asked to stay on the Board of Directors by the Officers,
The Board of Directors will at most have eight (8) members.

The President shall serve as Chairman of the Board of Directors.

The Board of Directors will be responsible for the general leadership of the SUG
and the making of any major decisions not requiring a Membership vote.
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Section 2; Officers

a) Five (3) Officer positions are outlined for the SUG. They shall consist of
President, Vice President -~ Membership, Vice President — Spansars, Vice
President — Speakers, and Past President.

3) The Past President is defined as the duly elected President for the
previous term and therefore will not be on the ballot for the election as
defined in Article V of this document. If the President from the previous
term is a current elected Officer, the most recent President who is not an
elected Officer for the current term may fill the role.
i. The Past President is a full voting member of the Board of
Directors.
ii. No current Officer, Active Member, or the Board of Directors will
have the authority Lo appoint anyone to the position of Past
President.

h) Any Officer may be removed from office by the procedure outlined below.

1) First, a successful vote of 2/3 majority of the Board of Directors must take
place, including the Officer who is the subject of the vote.

2) Afier the successful Board of Directors vote, a vote of Acting Members
shall take place at the next regularly scheduled SUG meeting. All SUG
members shall be notified of the pending vole as soon as the Board of
Directors vote success{ully passes, If the vote by the Acting Members
passes by 2/3 majority, the Officer who is the subject of the vote will be
removed from effice immediately.
